Library and guided reading update

We have been in the process of moving our library to a new refurbished space. As
part of this process we are re organising the books into age appropriate texts ra-
ther than using AR. Following feedback from the children , as a staff, we have de-
cided to move away from using the AR system as it was not promoting a love of
reading or reading for pleasure in the way in which we wanted as a school. The
children will now be accompanied to the library with an adult to make a guided
choice from a wider range of books. We are also applying for a grant to up date
our non fiction selection. We have also invested in new books for the library. Each
class now has a whole class guided reading text which links to the class topic and
each child has their own copy of the book which they can read from in class. All
the teachers have received training on how to further develop reading fluency
with the children and we are seeing an impact of this in class. We will be able to

use our new library from September.
